Our two
hospitals were purchased last year by the OhioHealth
System which now owns four large hospitasin the city
of Columbus -- Riverside, Grant, Doctors Hospital
North, Doctors Hospital West. We have been
"taking" laboratory integration and have engaged Chi
Lab Systemsto do afeasibility study on the economic
viability of aCore Lab.

Itisdarming, in my case
at lead, to reflect on the imagery
associated with thetitle of Yool
Pathologist' s Assistant (PA). ¥ (W=
Somehow, conjured no doubt -
from the abyssal depths of [ R
subconscious, thevison of a
dight, humpbacked individua with awild ook imparted by
an unfortunate case of exophthalmos persists. A touch of
the forelock and a begrudged "Y es Magter” completes the
charade. It isodd, indeed, that this very character did
exig and was apivotd player in the film, “The Y oung
Frankengtein”. In that instance, however, his skill sets
were dretched to the level of incompetence, at least in his
handling of brain specimens.

The use and incorporation of PAsinto the
pathology team is an interesting blend of necessity and
opportunity. The demands on pathologists' time, and the
lack of pathology residents were two of the drivers. Often
smple specimens were grossed and cut in by technologists
under supervison and, after "training”, from the
pathologists. Small and multiple biopsies were obvious
darting points. Thelist grew as confidence and
competence followed.

By the 1970's, many centres had some form of
"Gross=™, but what was missing was aformd training and
certification process. Theinitia programmes had variable
life pans, even within the same inditution. The biggest
hurdle was that of quality and potentia equivalency to that
of apathologist, who il viewed the activities of grossand
microscopic activities as their professond responsibility
adone. Economics aso drove the issues from hillingsto
budgets.

Over time the process evolved, and the
concept and breadth became understood. Formal
programmes developed and highly skilled professond
pathologists emerged. Through their example, PAs
have clearly proven their value and contribution to
surgical and autopsy pathology. Reduced residency
complements both North and South of the border
continue to provide opportunity. PAsand resdents
may commingle to distinct advantage of both, and PAs
may be amgor influence to teaching in the grossing
and cutting-in aress.

Whilgt the vaue of PAs may be known and
applied in larger teaching and tertiary care hospitals,
their potentia working in smdler |aboratory settings
should be considered.

Two recent articlesin the November AJCP
1999, review therole of PAsin surgica pathology.
One, under the enigmétic title of "The Usefulness of
Pathologists Assgtants’, deals with, as one might
anticipate, an American focus on Economics. B,
whether dedling with aUS or a Canadian dallar, the
basi ¢ assumptions of worth and value are upheld.

Wil trained PAs are avauable, integrated set
of the pathology team, and our experience at Queen’s
paralels and reinforces the recent literature analyses.

THE PATHOLOGY CONSULTATION

The laboratory receives over 20,000 surgica
gpecimensayear. A requisition accompanies each
specimen, large or small and provides demographic data
and the nature of the specimen. The mgjority of the
requisitions are incomplete in the critica area of dlinicd
information.

Thisisnot anew problem. It bedevils pathologists
and |aboratories everywhere and has done probably since
Virchow'sday. Although likdly as not, he may well have
visited and examined the patient.

Lack of information may lead to alessthan
gopropriate handling, sampling, or testing of atissue
sample. The question before the clinician that led to
surgicd intervention is equaly asimportant to be asked of
the pathologigt, as the case analys's moves from the clinica
to the [aboratory thestre.

To be caled by aclinician two weeks later and to
be asked, "did you find such and such?" is not the best of
gtuations. It may be retrievable and hopefully it is.

Severd issues and points can be made.

1 The surgicd pathology requigtionisnot a
requigtion. Itisnot arequest for ddivery of 10
boxes of size 8 non-latex gloves from stores. Itis
a Consultation - a process of one consultant
requesting the advice, expertise, and the diagnostic
acumen of another. No consultation should be
generated without appropriate information and a
defining of the dinicd quedtion.

2. It isan integrd part of our respongbility asa
training ingtitution of physiciansto ensure emphass
of the necessity of providing valid and pertinent
information as part of the consultation process - no
lessto the clinica laboratory.

3. Aninitiative to revist and ensure higher
compliance in provison of dinica information is
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underway with the Operating Room using
revised forms.

4, Vdid information in will leed to vaid andyss
out.

A pleaand resolution for the Millennium from
al of the laboratory areas is to provide adequate, vaid
clinica information with the specimen and laboratory
consultation form.

On the sametheme....
